Cash bid for cycling renaissance in Oxford

Oxfordshire County Council is bidding for cash to achieve levels of cycling in Oxford that are
currently only seen on the continent.

The council wants Oxford to be one of eleven towns or cities to become cycling demonstration
towns in its bid to Cycling England for between £2m and £4m of funding.

The county council has put together a bid with Oxford City Council and local cycling group
Cyclox for the money. The bid is supported by both of Oxford's universities, the health service,
rail operators First Great Western and the national cycle route organisation Sustrans.

The first round of successful towns and cities will be announced in the summer followed by the
second round in the autumn.

What does the bid involve?
There are three main elements to the bid:

Building on what is already a high standard cycling network in the city by making it more
comprehensive and filling in gaps in provision. Areas of Oxford that would be looked at
for improvements include the Plain Roundabout and its approach roads in the east, and
Botley Road/Frideswide Square in the west. Detailed schemes have not yet been worked

up.

Substantial enhancements to the quality and quantity of cycle parking and signage are
included in the bid, as is the already announced development of plans for a Paris style
cycle hire network.

There will also be promotional work to develop a "cycling brand" to encourage people to
cycle.

Well established history

Councillor lan Hudspeth, Oxfordshire County Council's Cabinet Member for Transport, said:
"Oxford already has a well established history of cycling and bikes are a more common sight
here than in many other towns and cities.

"Nevertheless, we recognise that more needs to be done to improve the safety and
convenience of what is perhaps the healthiest and most environmentally friendly form of
transport.

"Last year | joined members of local cycling campaign group Cyclox on a cycle tour of Oxford
to see at first hand some of the problems cyclists face.

"If our bid for extra funding is successful, this will enable us to address gaps in the cycle route
network and other safety issues, and to improve and extend cycle parking. With practical
measures like this, we aim to put Oxford on the map as one of Britain’s premier cycling cities."



There are already five cycling demonstration towns that have won funding from Cycling
England to complete the type of work that the county council is bidding to undertake. The most
local of these is Aylesbury.
