Objectives

2. Sufficient high quality cycle parking throughout Oxford

3. Cycle training for children and adults

4. Slower motor vehicle speeds on urban roads

5. Considerate road use by all
These will be adopted from now, and will be incorporated into the constitution for approval at AGM in 2010.

Transform Oxford. Taking forward the recommendations from the AGM on east-west corridor we agreed that our recommendation is to a support a simpler solution to the use of the Queen Street, with no cycle ban, and an advisory 5 mile an hour limit, for an experimental period. JS will put another version of the letter round shortly. 

Cyclox, CTC and Sustrans meet transport lead and officers at the County Council twice a year, Today RM and JS met with Owen South, Aron Wisden, Craig Rossington, along with Peter Challice, Sustrans, Matthew Bates planning officer from City Council, James Dawton CTC, Kevin Hickman Witney Cycle Campaign. RM presented dual network and priorities. There will be money in 2011 and we need to aim for that.  Signage needs to improve and they were interested in that. They agreed in principle to run Bike Polite project, in partnership with City Council, Police, and the two universities.
