LTP3 

10 days away from deadline for consultation on the proposed policies for LTP3. SH will coordinate for Cyclox. The policies will determine the transport spend decisions. They have to be tight as will be part of the bid for government money. We want to push for the dual network and Frideswide Square. 

There are cycling policies embedded in current text of LTP3.  

1. Understanding beginning and end of journey. Doesn’t reflect suppressed demand.

2. Improve facilities where improve more cycling trips.

3. Design of transport improvements considers needs of cycling.

4. OCC will promote cycling as healthy

5. OCC will work with other groups. 

Oxford Active Travel Strategy group met on 11th February to get common response. Paul Cullen is developing response that each partner organisation will adopt and submit. Should there be cost benefit element. AH mentioned the Cycling England economic analysis of cycling. Cycle parking and cycle hubs.

Cllr Price mentioned that the city council wants to maximise assets, so it is unlikely that the Town Hall can be used.  RM will invite John Tanner to look at the taxi area behind the St Aldates Chambers.  Labour group is looking for a hub.  

We need to plan the campaign, by targeting the city council. Should we invite each party to see the GPS presentation?  One outcome could be that each party has cycle hub as an aim, in particular to the Labour Group.  Ask GPS to ask Bob Price if we could present. Could Ros do the same for Lib Dem group. 

See if we could get a business plan together based on the Cambridge hub business plan.
