SH amended the "Scenarios" submission following a meeting with Sustrans. Improving transport choice was the option that we chose. He will put our response on the website. The next consultation will be in late October where there will be a prioritisation exercise. This needs to be raised in the discussion with officers.
Frideswide Square – discussion on options

SH and RM attended meeting held by county council to present options at public meeting 6th July. Ben Hamilton Bailey was present to contribute his ideas.  Four emerging proposals were A. Take existing set up and rephrase signals B. rearrange the lay out so not a segregated bus lane, C. The Mann proposal to divert traffic round by Beckett Street. D.  Take all lights out, create shared space and expect that speed of traffic goes down to 14 mph. No formal crossings.

In the options appraisal Option D rated highest. But its success would be contingent on holding back of traffic elsewhere to reduce the density of traffic.  There will be a public consultation at the end of September. It will be published on line shortly.
